	Although coyotes did some damage to sheep, raided turkey pens, and consistently took chickens from some farm lots, the

general losses of livestock to coyotes in Kansas were not severe before 1942, so far as records show. Lantz (3) indicted the coyote as a chicken thief and sheep-killer wherever it might be. The shortage of ammunition and available man power

from 1942 through 1945 greatly curtailed hunting, and the drop in value of pelts practically eliminated trapping coyotes

for profit. These factors, combined with successively good seasons for coyote reproduction, resulted in an increase in coyote numbers until populations reached as high a level as is indicated for any time in the past. At the same time, climatic conditions and excessive predation adversely affected rabbit populations. Consequently, a larger proportion of coyotes than normal turned to domestic animals and became a real threat to the prosperity of sheep growers and poultry raisers throughout the region, thus focusing attention on the coyotes and their depredations and serving as the stimulus for this study.
